Arlington National Cemetery announces second Flowers of Remembrance Day 
Arlington National Cemetery will hold its second Flowers of Remembrance Day, on Sunday, May 28, 2023, from 9 a.m. until 5 p.m. During the event, the public is invited to place a flower at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier.

 “We received such a tremendous response from the public during our inaugural Flowers of Remembrance Day event last year. We wanted to again allow our visitors the special opportunity to honor and respect the sacrifice of the Unknown Soldiers by placing flowers at the Tomb,” said Army National Military Cemeteries and Office of Army Cemeteries Executive Director Karen Durham-Aguilera in a release. Flowers of Remembrance Day pays homage to the first official, national Decoration Day, now known as Memorial Day. This ceremony first took place at Arlington National Cemetery on May 30, 1868, to honor U.S. service members who died in the Civil War. At 10 a.m. in the outdoor bowl of Memorial Amphitheater, ANC historians will offer a program on the history of Decoration Day/Memorial Day, this holiday’s importance to ANC and its connections to the Flowers of Remembrance Day event. Following the talk, they will lead an optional, supplemental walking tour to the James Tanner Amphitheater, the Tomb of the Civil War Unknowns and other locations related to the
official Decoration Day commemoration at ANC. No registration is necessary for participation. “Every day is Memorial Day at Arlington National Cemetery,” said Superintendent of Arlington National Cemetery Charles “Ray” Alexander, Jr. “This day will provide the American public the special opportunity to see this iconic memorial up close and to reflect on the service, valor and sacrifice it represents.” Flowers will be provided by the Memorial Day Flowers Foundation and visitors should not bring their own flowers. During this event, visitors will also have an  opportunity to place a flower on headstones throughout the cemetery.

Motivating our Youth to Serve in the Military

Currently, there are about 1.3 million active-duty personnel, or less than one-half of 1 percent of the U.S. population. Ronald Reagan once said, “Freedom is never more than one generation away from extinction. We didn’t pass it on to our children in the bloodstream. It must be fought for, protected, and handed on for them to do the same.”
In his book “Grateful American,” Gary Sinise states, “There is an unfortunate disconnect between most Americans and our military. Unless we have a family member or close friend who is serving, most of us go about our daily lives with little understanding of who is actually defending us.”
So how do we motivate our youth to serve? One way as Vietnam veterans is to attend and participate in events that recognize and honor veterans and active military. As Chapter President Dave Lyons states in his “Notes from the President” in this newsletter, we need to participate and be seen in events that honor veterans and active military. When the youth see how our Nation honors veterans, they are more likely to consider military service.
There are a number of events that honor veterans. Start by marching in this year’s Fourth of July parade. If you’ve never done so, you’ll be surprised at the enthusiastic appreciation that parade watchers along the route will bestow upon you! In addition, every year the Cherry Creek School District has their Veterans and Military Appreciation Community Celebration in the Fall. It’s a great event to interact with our youth. And, around Veterans Day, many schools invite veterans to their events. Ben Frankin Academy always invites veterans to their Veterans Day ceremony. Many other schools do the same around Veterans Day. Finally, the Chapter’s Speaker’s Bureau gives you the opportunity to share your military experience with school students.
So, get out and participate in these events. In a small way, you just might motivate a youth to consider joining the military. The Chapter Board will keep you apprised of these and other events throughout the year.

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DPAA holds first honorable carry ceremony at Offutt since runway reopened!
The Defense POW/MIA Accounting Agency held its first honorable carry ceremony since the runway reopened April 4, 2023, at Offutt Air Force Base, Nebraska. An Alaska Air National Guard C-17 Globemaster delivered nine transfer cases containing the remains of World War II service members disinterred from an American cemetery in France and from excavation sites across Europe to the lab during the ceremony.
“It is humbling to think about the sacrifices these soldiers made, and I am proud to see the effort being made to reunite them with their families” said Rep. Mike Flood, who attended the event along with Nebraska Governor Jim Pillen and other local elected officials and base leadership. An honorable carry is a ceremony that pays tribute to the Unknown service members who are returning to American soil for the first time since their conflict-related death. The Agency laboratory will now begin the extensive process to identify the remains, which can take anywhere from a few months to several
years based on the state of the remains recovered. “DPAA appreciates the extensive support shown by the local community, the state of Nebraska and the base, not only for today’s ceremony, but also for our daily work in providing the fullest possible accounting of missing personnel from previous conflicts,” said Fern Sumpter Winbush, DPAA principal deputy director. An additional example of close community ties cited by DPAA Officials was the partnership with University of Nebraska-Lincoln for both research and field work, UNO College of Information Science and technology, and the UNMC School of Dentistry. The 33,000 square foot lab at Offutt has helped identify more than 500 service members since opening in 2013 and together with its partner lab in Hawaii have accounted more than 1,000 missing Americans since DPAA stood up in 2015.

ARLINGTON CEMETERY

Jeopardy Question: On Jeopardy the other night, the final question was: 
"How many steps does the guard take during his walk across the tomb of the Unknowns?"
All three contestants missed it!
This is really an awesome sight to watch if you've never had the chance.
Fascinating. Tomb of the Unknown Soldier
1. How many steps does the guard take during his walk across the tomb of the Unknowns and why?
21 steps: It alludes to the twenty-one-gun salute which is the highest honor given any military or foreign dignitary.
2. How long does he hesitate after his about face to begin his return walk and why?
21 seconds for the same reason as answer number 1.
3. Why are his gloves wet?
His gloves are moistened to prevent his losing his grip on the rifle.
4. Does he carry his rifle on the same shoulder all the time and, if not, why not?
He carries the rifle on the shoulder away from the tomb. After his march across the path, he executes an about face and moves the rifle to the outside shoulder.
5. How often are the guards changed?
Guards are changed every thirty minutes, twenty-four hours a day, 365 days a year.
6. What are the physical traits of the guard limited to?
For a person to apply for guard duty at the tomb, he must be between 5' 10' and 6' 2' tall and his waist size cannot exceed 30". They must commit 2 years of life to guard the tomb, live in a barracks under the tomb, and cannot drink any alcohol on or off duty for the rest of their lives. They cannot swear in public for the rest of their lives and cannot disgrace the uniform or the tomb in any way. After two years, the guard is given a wreath pin that is worn on their lapel signifying they served as guard of the tomb. There are only 400 presently worn. The guard must obey these rules for the rest of their lives or give up the wreath pin. The shoes are specially made with very thick soles to keep the heat and cold from their feet. There are metal heel plates that extend to the top of the shoe in order to make the loud click as they come to a halt. There are no wrinkles, folds, or lint on the uniform. Guards dress for duty in front of a full-length mirror.  
The first six months of duty a guard cannot talk to anyone nor watch TV. All off duty time is spent studying the 175 notable people laid to rest in Arlington National Cemetery. A guard must memorize who they are and where they are interred. Among the notables are: President Taft, Joe Lewis (the boxer), Medal of Honor winner Audie L. Murphy, the most decorated soldier of WWII and of Hollywood fame. Every guard spends five hours a day getting his uniforms ready for guard duty.
ETERNAL REST GRANT THEM O LORD AND LET PERPETUAL LIGHT SHINE UPON THEM.
In 2003 as Hurricane Isabelle was approaching Washington, DC, our US Senate/House took 2 days off with anticipation of the storm. On the ABC evening news, it was reported that because of the dangers from the hurricane, the military members assigned the duty of guarding the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier were given permission to suspend the assignment. They respectfully declined the offer, "No way, Sir!" Soaked to the skin, marching in the pelting rain of a tropical storm, they said that guarding the Tomb was not just an assignment, it was the highest honor that can be afforded to a service person. The tomb has been patrolled continuously, 24/7, since 1930.
God Bless and keep them.
