The Fine Art of Coffee Making in the Air Force

Sometime in October of 1971 I was assigned to Bergstrom AFB in Austin, TX. I had just gotten back from Guam and had leave before arriving at the duty station.  My main assignment was in the Flight Surgeon’s Office.  We were responsible for pilots, aircrew, and their families.  Physicals and sick call.  My, “Other duties as assigned” was Flight Medic on the HH-43B Kaman, Huskie helicopter a Local Base Rescue, (LBR) Det.

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 We would respond to all Air Borne Emergencies. The Huskie would pick up a firefighting kit (the Huskie was used for aircraft crash and rescue by the USAF, NAVY, and Marines).  If an aircraft crashed the pilots would set down the kit, the medic would get out with a medical bag, followed by two firefighters in Asbestos fire protection gear. The firefighters would proceed to the aircraft utilizing a hose from the suppression kit spraying foam, making a path to the canopy or crew door.  The rotor downwash from the Huskie was a major factor in pushing the flames back and away from the firefighters and assisted in rescue efforts.  Once to the canopy, or crew door were reached and opened, the firefighters would rescue any and all the crew.  The injured would be taken a safe distance and the medic would proceed to render aid.  Prior to rendering aid, the medic was behind the Firefighting kit, (down low) whilst the helicopter was hovering above the kit.  During my training the instructor pilot and senior medic explained that the helicopter could lose power and fall out of the sky.  They explained that I was in the safest place because if this occurred, the helicopter would hit the kit and slide to the left, right or forward.  After that explanation I felt really confident that I would survive the crash.  Not really.

Our other mission was Rescue and Recovery within 75 miles of the base.  This is a short description of the Huskie, (call sign Pedro) mission.
The Coffee incident. At Bergstrom, the medic when on alert reported to the alert shack and stayed there while base aircraft were flying. Bergstrom was a TAC Base with RF-4’s, and A-7 attack aircraft. There were some FAC aircraft as well. Everyone on alert had an assignment after pre-flighting the bird, or their equipment on the bird.  Except the medic, he would pre-flight his gear after he made the coffee. Coffee took a while to percolate, and the mechanics, pilots and staff needed coffee. The coffee pot was a 30 to 50 cup percolator.  When I first arrived, I was instructed in how much water and coffee was required and instructed that I was not to deviate from this formula.  About a month into my new assignment, I determined that the coffee pot needed a cleaning. (I know what the Senior NCO’s reading this are thinking right now, and you’re correct). Anyway, an airman maybe another Sergeant came in and inquired as to what I was doing.  I told him cleaning the coffee pot. He left and within 30 seconds the E-7 (Master sergeant) and E-8 Senior master sergeant were in the room one on either side chewing my a-- up and down about how an E-4 did not ruin the built up residue in their coffee pot.  Probably 2-3 minutes of them yelling in the ear on their side after which I dutifully removed any and all cleaning implements and made the coffee. That’s my story and I’m sticking to it.
